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An act to provide clean, drinkable water to Ethiopia.

Be it hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the United Nations

Subject: A request for the United Nations to help fund efforts to provide clean, drinkable water to the people
of Ethiopia.

Justification Clause: A study conducted by water.org found that 42% of the population has access to clean a
clean water supply. Only 11% of that number has access to adequate sanitation services. Drought is a
major problem and disease runs rampant throughout Ethiopia during these droughts.

Section 1: The money sent to Ethiopia can be used to build wells, dams, and rain catchment systems.

Section 2: Money can also be used for sanitation facilities and hygiene training to help multiply the impact.
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Section 3: It is proven that a third world country's biggest obstacle to advance is the absence of clean water.
