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An act to provide clean water to all citizens of Bangladesh.

Be it hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the United Nations

Justification Clause: In Bangladesh 18 million people are drinking polluted water. This is the reason for
millions of deaths in Bangladesh. Over a period of 12 years, and with the help of the U.N. we can lower the
death toll greatly. The total amount needed to complete projects in Sections 1 through 4 will be 80 million
dollars.

Section I: Gain help from charities such as UNICEF, WaterAid, Charity: Water, and Children’s Environmental
Literacy Foundation. Life straws will be provided free to citizens as a short term solution.

Section |l: Construct levees to help control the annual flooding in Bangladesh. Once constructed these levees
will stop flood waters from overflowing the sewer systems and contaminating the water supply.

Section lll: Construct sewage treatment plants instead of dumping waste into the rivers. This will help the
sewer systems for a long term solution. This treatment will work throughout Bangladesh.

Section IV: Invest in drinking water treatment plants to support citizens with purified water. This will be a
long term way to provide uncontaminated water to people.

Section V: This proposal will go into effect immediately after passage.
