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1 An act to require reflector decals on cars with new drivers
2
3 Be it enacted by the Youth Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky
4
5  Section 1: In their first year on the road, teens are almost 10 times more likely to be involved in an
6  automobile related crash. The purpose of this bill is to make new drivers more identifiable on the roads in
7  order to increase the safety of all Kentucky drivers. New Jersey already has a law similar to this and it is
8 estimated that it has saved 1624 lives in its first year.
9
10  Section 2: Any driver who does not have a full license (those with a learner's permit or an intermediate
11 license) will be required to put a state mandated reflector decal on the car they are driving. The decal will be
12 brightly colored and will say "NEW DRIVER".
13
14  Section 3: The magnet will cost $3.00 and the price will be included in the cost of a permit. The decal will be
15  magnetic so that it is easier to move from vehicle to vehicle.

17  Section 4: Failure to comply with this legislation will result in a $100 fine. This bill will take effect July 1,
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
