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1 An act to decrease the number of homeless people in Kentucky
2
3 Be it enacted by the Youth Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky
4
5  Section 1: This bill will create an organization called KEPH, Kentuckians Ending Poverty and Homelessness.
6
7 Section 2: Old and unused buildings throughout Kentucky will be renovated as shelters for the homeless.
8
9  Section 3: KEPH will partner with vocational schools and will partner with the Kentucky chapters of the
10 American Red Cross to renovate and upkeep the renovated buildings.
11
12 Section 4: KEPH will partner with Kentucky chapters of the Salvation Army and local food markets to provide
13 food.
14
15  Section 5: KEPH will partner with Lifeskills to provide training of essential skills that will provide occupational
16 stability.
17
18  Section 6: KEPH will be allotted one administrative position to oversee the operation of the organization.
19  Funding for the position will be supplied through the Kentucky General Fund.
