— Promote your Event. Have fun with technology!

— Check out this presentation on how to hold a virtual drive, it also has all the links
and information you need to share with students!

— Involve your Student Y Advisor or favorite teacher!
- Ask them if you can use the first 5-10 minutes of your virtual class to have all
students register to vote together!
- Draft up a fun email with videos, graphics, links, etc. and ask them to send it to
all their students

— Educate students about voting they should take advantage of absentee ballots
and early voting

— If you are able to hold an in-person drive, Inspire2Vote will send you supplies.
